During the
night that the tornado hit southeast Edmonton years ago, Velma went down to Shouldice and contacted people
who had friends and relatives hit by the storm.

‘Wild guess’ is that she covered the phone for 25 to 30 years. She was retired when computers and the Internet
took over the world. Her last dogs were Cash and Zilton, Papillons. She showed them in conformation and
obedience.

She loved to watch curling. | was lucky enough to take her to the Brier when it was in Calgary years ago. We had
excellent seats. At one point she became very quiet. | thought | shouldn’t take old ladies to curling competitions.
Then she said there are six Olympians right in front of us! | know nothing about curling, she knew the curlers like
family.

Health — CKC Conformation Show Rules and Regulations \

8.9.1 No dog may be entered at a show if it has any communicable disease.
8.9.2 Dogs entered in a show must have current immunization status.

8.9.3 No dog may be brought onto the grounds or premises of a show if it:
(a) is known to have distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable disease;
or
(b) has recovered from distemper, parvovirus or other communicable disease within the last
30 days.
(c) has been housed within 30 days prior to the show, trial or test on premises on which there
existed distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable disease.

8.9.4 Where it is found that these rules have been contravened, the dog in question shall be removed
from the show premises and the exhibitor/handler will be subject to disciplinary action.

Alberta Health — COVID-I9 Isolation Requirements \

If you have COVID-19, you can spread the virus to others for up to 10 days. The risk of spread in fully vaccinated
people is lower after 5 days, but it still exists.

Isolation helps prevent the spread by reducing the number of people you could infect by staying home and
avoiding others. If you test positive or have symptoms not related to a pre-existing condition, you are legally

required to isolate as outlined below:

e Fully vaccinated (2 doses or 1 dose Janssen): Starting the first day of symptoms or positive test, isolate
for a minimum of 5 days or until symptoms resolve, whichever is longer. Following isolation, wear a
mask at all times when around others outside of home for up to 5 more days (10 total). This means you
must eat or drink alone, away from others.

e Not fully vaccinated (1 dose or less): Starting the first day of symptoms or positive test, isolate for 10
days or until symptoms resolve, whichever is longer.

e If you test negative and have symptoms, you should still stay home and away from others until
symptoms resolve.

Conformation Judge Biographies ‘

John first became involved in dogs when he was a teenager in the 1970’s, working
several dogs through to their Obedience titles. In 1979, John purchased his first
Miniature Schnauzer. During the 1980’s he apprenticed under Schnauzer handlers Sue
Baines and Jackie Hicks (Irrenhaus). During that time, he developed his Schnauzer line
based on the Irrenhaus dogs. John developed his Brussels Griffon line based on a black
smooth French import combined with the American Norkus, Canadian Lorricbrook and
UK Marquant lines. John became involved in Boston Terriers through his husband, Lloyd
Constantine-Amodei.

While maintaining a full-time job, John has been breeding Schnauzers and Brussels
Griffons for over 40 years. Over those years, he bred over 125 champions, including
group and Best in Show winners and handled over 150 champions. He bred the top
Miniature Schnauzer in United Kingdom in 2003 and the first dual USA/United Kingdom
Champion.

He has judged the American Brussels Griffon Association National Specialty and the
American Miniature Schnauzer Club’s National Specialty twice. John has judged many
regional specialties in the USA and National Specialties in Japan, China, Finland, the
Czech Republic, Hungary, Canada, Denmark and Argentina. He is presently approved to
judge the 1/2 of the Hound Group, Terrier Group, Working Group, Toy Group and Non-
Sporting Group, as well as Best in Show.

John has served as the President of the American Miniature Schnauzer Club from 2005
until 2013, and again in 2019 - 2021. Previously, he served as Vice President for five
years and had been a Board Member for over 15 years, as well as assuming many
committee positions over the years. He is currently the Judge’s Education Coordinator.
John is also a member of the Montgomery County Kennel Club. He is a founding member
and President of the Liberty Brussels Griffon Club. He is a member of the Boston Terrier
Club of America, the Tri-Angle Boston Terrier club, as well as several Kennel Clubs,
including Hatboro Dog Club and Penn Treaty Kennel Club for which he has served as
Show Chairman.

Allan Brown’s life with purebred dogs began with the kennel of American Cocker
Spaniels of his parents in the Toronto area. As with most children, his original
involvement was not entirely of his choice but he soon discovered he shared their
passion for the dogs and shows. While living at home, he worked in his parents’ kennel
as well as for several others near-by.

After marrying, he and Thora soon acquired an Irish Setter to add to their Cockers. When
they moved to country property, they were able to expand their breeding program of
Irish Setters and English and American Cockers. At this time, they began handling a large
number of dogs, mostly Sporting Dogs and Hounds. They retired from professional
handling in 1981.

Spaniels. Clussexx dogs have won more than 150 Best in Show awards and 15 national
specialties wins across four breeds.

Mr. Johnson holds the distinct honor of producing two Westminster Best in Show
winners, and he is the only breeder of Westminster Best In Show winners in two
different breeds. The winners are Clumber Spaniel Ch. Clussexx Country Sunrise “Brady”
in 1996 and Sussex Spaniel Ch. Clussexx Three D Grinchy Glee “Stump.” Stump in 2006.
Stump, a veteran at 10 years, is the oldest dog to ever win Best in Show at Westminster.

Mr. Johnson was awarded American Kennel Club's Sporting Breeder of the Year award in
2005, Judge of the Year Nominee for 2017, and a Winkie Award Winner for Breeder of
the Year in 2019. He is a member of the Santa Barbara Kennel Club, Hoosier Kennel Club,
The Bloomington Indiana Kennel Club, and a lifetime member of the Clumber Spaniel
Club of America.

A founder in the Canine Conservation movement, Mr. Johnson, strives to be a voice for
all breeders who work tirelessly to produce and promote their breed of

choice. Advocating for dogs is a passion, but also a responsibility to insure the successful
longevity of unique breeds. Together we must continue to foster the best breeding
practices to keep breeds from extinction.

Hisayoshi Kadowaki ("Cesar" to his friends), is a Japan Kennel Club licensed All Breed
Judge and has been involved in the dog fancy from early childhood. Following in his
father's footsteps, he actively participated in Japan Kennel Club sponsored events from
1967 when he was only an elementary school child. From showing, he quickly progressed
into breeding and finally to judging. He is qualified as an FCI All Breed judge and
currently judges both in Japan and Internationally while breeding world recognized
Chihuahuas under the Bramver's Kennel name.

It took several
years and many hours of training but the puppy and | eventually earned a CD.

Once | did that, | was determined to go farther. With that briard and subsequent briards,
we titled in open and utility. One girl, aptly named “One for the Books,” even earned an
AKC OTCH - the first briard to do so - and when rally was adopted into the sport, a Rally
Excellent. Having come that far, | decided it was time for me to give back to the dog
community and thus became an obedience and rally judge.

Several years ago, | was introduced to Shelties and now have two fantastic girls, Penny
and Nickel, both from Canada. They are at the beginning of their careers in obedience
and rally and are looking forward to participating in trials.

Before Paul and | met in 2001 | spent most of my time at the barn with my horse. | got to
meet his Cavaliers and within the first year | had a dog of my own.

It is the responsibility of the exhibitors
to have the dog at ringside when the dog’s class is scheduled for judging. Waiting for dogs will not be possible and handlers
with several breeds must arrange for alternate handlers if judging times for their breeds’ conflict.

It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer, or any
participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities. The Conformation Show Committee
Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the CKC shall have the authority

to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred
Conformation Show Rules and Regulations (19.7)
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MOVING A CLASS DOG TO SPECIALS

A dog which is individually registered in the records of the CKC or that has a Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN)
and has completed the requirements for a championship in accordance with these rules but at the time of closing of
entries for the show has not received confirmation of the title, may be transferred from one of the regular classes to
Specials Only providing the transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in writing by the owner/handler at least one (1)
hour prior to the opening of the show. When one or more all-breed championship shows and/or specialty shows are held
on the same date in the same venue, the request for moving of class dogs to specials must be made a minimum of one (1)
hour prior to the scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being moved up to.

ATTENTION FOREIGN EXHIBITORS

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER
Effective Jan/1992 all dogs that are foreign-born and foreign-owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering
CKC (Canadian Kennel Club) events will no longer require a CKC registration number but will require an ERN - Event
Registration Number. This ERN does not register a dog with CKC for breeding purposes as defined in the Animal Pedigree
Act but rather enables a foreign-owned dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian Kennel Club. Each dog must have its
own number. To obtain an ERN, mail or fax a photocopy of the dog's foreign registration certificate with cheque or
VISA/MasterCard number (expiry date, cardholder's name and signature). Provide your complete address for return of the
ERN to you.

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Extracts From CKC Dog Show Rules
Chapter 8 Entries and End of Show Section
8.2.5 An error in an age specified class, date of birth or sex may be
amended on the entry form up to one hour before the start of the show.
Section 8.3.1 Entries: Every dog entered in a Championship show must be
one of the following:
a) registered with the CKC,
b) have an Event Registration Number,
c) be eligible for registration with the CKC, or
d) if it belongs to a listed breed, it must have a Miscellaneous Certification
Number (MCN).
Section 8.4.1 Listed Dogs: If a dog is not registered as in 8.3.1 (a) or (b) but
is eligible for registration with the CKC, it may be entered at a show as a
listed dog provided:
b) that if born in Canada, it is eligible for individual registration;
c) thatif not born in Canada, is eligible for registration in the records of the
CKC.
d) that if it is a foreign born and owned dog, an Event Registration Number
or CKC registration number is obtain from the CKC within 30 days of the
first show entered.
Section 8 4.2 Entry of a listed dog at a show must be accompanied by a
listing fee as set by the Board in addition to the regular entry fee.
Section 8.5.1 Acceptance of Entries: If indicated in the premium list, an
electronically transmitted entry may be accepted provided the entry is
accompanied by a credit card charge authorization.
Section 8.5.3 No entry shall be accepted from or on behalf of any person
who is officially known to be expelled, deprived of privileges, debarred or
suspended by the CKC or any other registering body for pure bred dogs.
Section 8.5.4 After entries close, no further entries may be accepted,
cancelled or substituted other than as otherwise stated in this section or as
provided for in case of a postal strike.
Section 8.6.1 Refusal of Entries: The authorities of any show may:
a) decline to accept entries for just cause, and/or
b) refuse to receive or may remove any dog from the show building on
account of disease or viciousness.
c) in the case of non-acceptance, refund the fee with the reason for non-
acceptance.
Section 8.8.2 Fees: Tendering of a dishonoured cheque or declined credit
card in payment of an entry fee shall be considered non-payment of said
fee and is an offense punishable by disciplinary action and cancellation of
awards.
Section 8.9.1 Moving a Dog to Specials: A dog which is individually
registered in the records of the CKC or that has a Miscellaneous
Certification Number (MCN) and has completed the requirements for a
Championship in accordance with these rules but at the time of the closing
of entries for a show has not received confirmation of the title, may be
transferred from one of the regular classes to Specials Only providing the
transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in writing by the owner or
handler at least one hour prior to the opening of the show.
Section 8.9.2 If it is established that a dog transferred to Specials Only has
not completed the Championship requirements, all awards will be canceled
and all ribbons and prizes won shall be forfeited. The owner may also be
subject to disciplinary action.
Section 8.9.3 When one or more All-Breed and/or Specialty Shows are held
on the same day, in the same venue, the moving of class dogs to Specials
must be made prior to the scheduled opening of the first show.
Chapter 4 Judges Section 4.1.3 A judge officiating at a show held under
these rules shall not be subjected to indignities of any kind during the
progress of the show. It shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding
the show to see that this rule is effectively carried out.
Section 4.1.6 No person may approach a judge either directly or otherwise,
orally or in writing, to favor his entry. Disciplinary action will be taken
against any person who violates this rule or against a judge who fails to
report any contravention of this rule to the CKC within 14 days of the act.
Chapter 14 Disqualifying or Excusing Dogs Section 14.1.2
(a) The judge shall have the authority to disqualify or excuse a dog that
menaces, threatens or attempts to bite the judge, another person or any
dog in the ring. If a dog is twice excused for any combination of these
actions, it shall have the status of a disqualified dog.
(b) The judge shall disqualify or permanently disqualify a dog that bites the
judge, another person or any dog in the ring. Dogs permanently
disqualified under this provision will not be eligible for reinstatement. The
decision to permanently disqualify a dog must be clearly indicated on the
judge’s disqualification form.

Championship Points and Cancellations

Section 15.1.1 A dog awarded Winners at a conformation show shall be
credited with a number of championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and
the number of championship points credited to a dog awarded Winners
shall be as provided hereunder.

Section 15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of the
number of points awarded Winners shall be as follows:

*Includes the dog awarded Winners.
In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is
disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the judge shall
NOT be included in the calculation for championship points.

Section 15.1.3 If a Dog awarded Winners was also awarded Best of Breed,
then at the show all dogs competing in the breed, including Specials Only,
shall be included the total.

Section 15.1.4 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Opposite
Sex to Best of Breed, then all dogs of the same sex including those
competing for Specials Only shall be included in the total.

Section 15.1.5 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Winners,
then all dogs defeated directly or indirectly in the breed shall be included in
the total.

Section 15.1.6 If a dog is awarded Winners only, then all the dogs of the
same sex in the class competition shall be included in the total.

Section 15.1.7 The number of championship points to be credited to a dog
awarded Winners shall be determined by the highest award earned and
calculated as per this section.

Clarification: Example of directly or indirectly defeating: If the Winners
Bitch is awarded Best of Opposite Sex but not Best of Winners, the Best of
Winners Male shall be deemed to have indirectly defeated the Specials
Bitches, and is thus entitled to add them to the number of dogs and bitches
defeated.

Section 15.1.8 In addition to championship points allocated at the breed
level, a dog awarded Winners which also places in the regular Group
competition shall be credited with the following additional points provided
that the dog was defeated at the Group level.

Section 15.1.9 A dog may not be credited with more than 5 championship
points in a single show:

Section 15.1.10 A breed or class shall not be allowed more than 2 sets of
championship points per sex on any day in the same venue.

Section 15.1.11 A dog awarded Winners which also places Best in Show at
an all-breed conformation show shall be credited with 5 championship
points inclusive of any points earned at the breed and group level.

Section 15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion and its
owner provided with a Championship certificate, the dog must:
(a) earn at least 10 championship points under at least 3 judges; and,
(b) beindividually registered in the records of the CKC or have an Event
Registration Number.
(c) have earned at least one 2-point win either at the breed or group
level.

Section 15.2.1 The title of Grand Champion may only be earned after the
completion of the CKC conformation championship.

Section 15.2.2 Points for this title are only accumulated after
the completion of the conformation championship and do not include the
points earned in attaining the conformation championship.

Section 15.2.3 To be awarded a Grand Champion title, a dog
must attain a minimum of 20 points, which must include a minimum of two
(2) wins of at least two (2) points each. Points may be gained at breed, group
or Best in Show/Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a single
show are carried forward.
(a) Grand Champion Point System
Points towards the Grand Champion title, at breed level, are awarded to
the Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex, Select Dog and Select Bitch.
Points are calculated based on the number of animals competing at
the breed level for the Best of Breed winner and the number of
similar-sex dogs competing for the other three (Best of Opposite,
Select Dog, Select Bitch).

(c) In order to obtain a Grand Champion title, a dog must obtain at least
two (2) points after 12 months of age. In counting the number of eligible
dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or
ordered from the ring by the judge shall not be included in the calculation
for Grand Champion points.

(d) Only the highest points earned at a single show are carried

forward.

15.2.4 Grand Champion Bronze (GChB) The title of Grand Champion Bronze
may only be earned after the completion of the CKC conformation title
Grand Champion is attained.
(a) Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the
Grand Championship, and do not include the points earned in attaining
the Grand Championship.
(b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Bronze title, a dog must attain a
minimum of 50 points, which must include a minimum of two wins of at
least two (2) points each. Points must be gained at breed, group or Best
In Show/Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a single show
are carried forward.
(c) Points accumulated prior to July 1, 2021 may be used to attain the
GChB title, however, a minimum of five (5) points must be earned after
July 1, 2021.

15.2.5 Grand Champion Silver (GChS) The title of Grand Champion Silver
may only be earned after the completion of the CKC conformation title
Grand Champion Bronze is attained.
(a) Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the
Grand Champion Bronze is attained, and do not include the points
earned in attaining the Grand Championship Bronze.
(b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Silver title, a dog must attain a
minimum of 100 points, which must include a minimum of two wins of
at least two (2) points each. Points must be gained at breed, group or
Best In Show/Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a single
show are carried forward.

15.2.6 Grand Champion Gold: (GChG) The title of Grand Champion Gold
may only be earned after the completion of the CKC conformation title
Grand Champion Silver is attained.
(a) Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the
Grand Champion Silver is attained, and do not include the points earned
in attaining the Grand Championship Silver.
(b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Gold title, a dog must attain a
minimum of 200 points, which must include a minimum of two wins of
at least two (2) points each.

15.3 Grand Champion Excellent (GChEx)
15.3.1 The title of Grand Champion Excellent may be granted only after the
completion of the CKC Grand Championship Silver Title. Exhibitors will be
required to submit to Shows & Trials the Grand Champion Excellent Record
Sheet documenting the additional requirements. The Grand Champion
Excellent Record Sheet Form is located on the CKC website.
15.3.2 To earn the title a dog must have earned the following during their
career as a Special:
(a) one (1) Best in Show or a Best of Breed at a breed national specialty
(where a minimum of 10 dogs have competed)
(b) three (3) Group 1st, or three (3) breed specialty best of breed wins.
(c) a CKC performance title from any CKC Event. Titles excluded are:
CGN, Herding Novice Tested Certificate, all Instinct titles from all events,
as well as all Sprinter titles and all Chase Ability Program titles.
15.3.3 Best in Show, Best of Breed at a National Specialty, 3 Group wins, or
3 Specialty Best of Breed wins, must be attained after the completion of a
regular championship. The performance title may be attained at any time in
the dog’s career.

1. Exhibitors are required to complete the Grand Champion Excellent Record
Sheet form located on the CKC website and forward to CKC upon
completion of requirements above.

REGULAR CONFORMATION CLASSES

Dogs six (6) months of age and under nine (9) months of age on the day of the show.
Dogs nine (9) months of age and under 12 months of age on the day of the show.
Dogs 12 months of age and under 18 months of age on the day of the show.
Dogs born in Canada. Champions of any country are excluded.
Dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder. The handler must be the owner/co-owner and
breeder/co-breeder of the dog.

All awards earned at the
show will be cancelled if it is found that a dog is not registered or has not completed the requirements for a
CKC championship. Dogs entered in this class will compete for Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex and Best
Puppy if eligible. After awarding Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex and Best of Winners in each breed, the
judge may choose a Select Dog and Select Bitch.

NON-REGULAR CONFORMATION CLASSES
4 months and under 6 months of age on the day of the show. Winners of this class do not compete for
points. Awards for this class are: Best Baby Male and Best Baby Female, Best Baby Puppy in Breed, Best
Baby Puppy in Group and Best Baby Puppy in Show
In this optional class for All Breed Shows, dogs must be 7 years of age and over on the day of the show. Dogs
entered in this class may be spayed or neutered. The awards for this class are: Best Male Veteran and Best
Female Veteran, Best Veteran in Breed, Best Veteran in Group, Best Veteran in Show. A Veteran awarded
Best Veteran in Breed is not required to stay to compete for Best Veteran in Group. A Veteran awarded Best
Veteran in Group is not required to stay to compete for Best Veteran in Show.
Dogs entered in this class may not compete in any Regular class but may enter and compete in non-Regular
classes and/or Parades if provided for in this premium list.
Puppies 4-6 months of age may be entered in Exhibition Only 4-6 Months provided the owner(s) has entered
a dog in a Regular Official Class. These Puppies may not participate in any regular, non-regular or unofficial
classes or Parades — but they may compete in Sweepstakes if a 4—6-month class is offered.

The Pre-Novice class is an elective class for exhibitors and earning the title is not a requirement for a dog to
enter Novice classes. The Pre-Novice class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed

breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed that has not earned the title of PCD. Dogs in this class may be
handled by the owner or any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. The same
handler must handle each dog in all five exercises unless he has two or more dogs entered. In such cases, he
must have an additional handler for each extra dog when they are judged together in the group exercise.
Only dogs that have not earned the title of CD may enter the Pre-Novice class.

The Novice A class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed
that has not earned the title of CD. Only one dog per handler is allowed in this class, and that person must
handle the dog in all exercises. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner or a
member of their immediate families, and must be eligible to handle under Section 10.1.4. Section 10.1.4 No
person who has exhibited a dog that has earned a CDX title shall be

allowed to handle a dog in this class.

The Novice B class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed
that has not earned the title of CD. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. A
person may enter more than one dog in this class. The same handler must handle each dog in all six exercises
unless he has two or more dogs entered. In such cases, he must have an additional

handler for each extra dog when they are judged together in the group exercises. No dog may be entered in
both the Novice A and Novice B class at any one trial.

The Novice C class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed
that has earned the title CD or any higher obedience titles. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or
any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. The same handler must handle each
dog in all six exercises unless he has two or more dogs entered. In such cases, he must have an additional
handler for each extra dog when they are judged together in the group exercises. Dogs may compete in the
Novice C class indefinitely. Scores earned by dogs entered in the Novice C class are not eligible for High in
Trial and do not qualify a dog for any title. Dogs may be entered in the Novice C class in addition to any other
official or unofficial classes for which they are eligible.

The Novice Intermediate class is an elective class for exhibitors and earning the title is not a requirement for a
dog to enter the Open classes. The class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed
or unrecognized breed that has earned a CD or any higher obedience trial titles. Dogs in this class may be
handled by the owner or any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. The same
handler must handle each dog in all six exercises. Dogs may compete in the Novice Intermediate class
indefinitely. Scores earned by dogs competing in this class are not eligible for High in Trial. Dogs may be
entered in the Novice Intermediate class in addition to any other official or unofficial classes for which they
are eligible.

The Open A classes shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed
that has earned the title of CD but has not earned the title of CDX. The handler of any dog in these classes
must be the owner, co-owner or a member of theirimmediate families. Only one dog per handler is allowed
in these classes and that person must handle the dog in all exercises. Any person who has exhibited a dog
that has earned a UD title may not handle a dog in these classes.

The Open B classes shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed
that has earned the title of CD. Dogs that have earned the title of CDX or any higher obedience titles may
enter either of the Open B classes. A dog may also be entered in the

Utility class in the same trial. Dogs in these classes may be handled by the owner or any other person. A
person may enter or handle more than one dog in these classes. The same handler must handle each dog in
all seven exercises unless he has two or more dogs entered. In such case, they must have an additional
handler for each extra dog when they are judged together in the

group exercise(s).

The Utility A class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed
that has earned the title of CDX but has not earned the title of UD. Any person who has exhibited a dog that
has earned a MOTCH title may not handle dogs in this class. The handler of any dog in this class must be the
owner, co-owner or a member of their immediate families. Owners may enter more than one dog in this
class. The same person must handle the dog in all exercises.

The Utility B class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed
that has earned the title of CDX or UD. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person.

UNOFFICIAL OBEDIENCE CLASSES
